Within this historic farm complex, we have established the
Valley Falls Heritage Center, where visitors can explore exhibits
filled with artifacts and historical information depicting life at
Valley Falls in the early 1900s. The Center is now open to the
public.
Our mission extends beyond preservation—we actively write
grants to enhance the park and sponsor educational programs
such as guided nature walks focused on birds, wildflowers, and
trees.
We advocate for open space protection, support responsible
land management, and provide expertise on pollinator
plantings to attract birds, bees, and butterflies, contributing to
a healthier ecosystem.
